Approval of the Minutes for the May 19, 2010 Brae Burn Board Meeting: A motion was made by
Susie and seconded by Ajay to approve the minutes as presented in writing to the Trustees. The motion
was passed.

Approval of the Minutes for the May 26, 2010 Brae Burn Special Board Meeting: A motion was
made by Susie and seconded by Kevin to approved the minutes as read. The motion was passed.

Financial Report: Not available. See unfinished agenda item.

Upcoming Tasks: It was confirmed by Kevin that the fire code permit and the pool permit have been
obtained.

Trustee/Committee Reports: As of the May 2010 Board meeting, Trustee and Committee Reports will
be submitted in writing and reviewed/approved as an agenda item. The following reports were approved
by the Board subject to the comment noted below.

e VP: None

e Golf: None

e Social: Social Fund Balance $2415.55. $100 to Garden Club for clubhouse and first hole
plantings.

¢ Maintenance: Plantings have been done in front of the clubhouse. Remaining funds donated by
Garden Club will be used on the first hole project. It was determined that Brae Burn does not own
the property at the entrance to the neighborhood so no work will be done in that area. Thank you
Caroline Clark for all your work getting this project done.

e Greens Committee: June Meeting: The Greenés Committee met at the
7:30 pm. The primary focus for discussion was the beautification of the bank between the
swimming pool fence and the first tee. The objective of the committee was to propose a plan that
would be acceptable to the city of Redmond and could be accomplished with volunteer labor at
minimal cost. Kevin was going to see if we could find good soil to fill low and uneven places on
the bank and a few one to two man stones to extend the small rockery at the upper end of the
bank. It was suggested that the community might donate a few Rhododendrons to be planted on
the lower end of the bank, closest to the pool. A photograph was taken and areas of proposed
landscaping changes were outlined to provide a visual reference. Included with the photograph is
a step by step description of how the landscaping will take place.

0 Assistance for Treasurer: Pat Holman has agreed to act as Assistant Treasurer. (See
new business)

o0 Update on Monthly Reports: Ajay reported that Pat has started training on QuickBooks,
but is not yet able to produce a financial statement. The error in the December/January
statements has been located.
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0 Auditi Status of Audit: At the last General Meeting the required Audit was not waived.
Ajay will get estimates for what a professional audit would cost. Preliminary research
indicates it could be quite involved and expensive.

0 990 Report: Per Jeff Darr this has been taken care of.

o Payment for taxes, pool permit, state renewal: It was confirmed by Ajay that all items
listed on the task list have been paid including the D & O liability insurance. Ajay had a
guestion on the annual non profit report filing. It was suggested that he look at the
documentation attached to past filings.

Pool Safety Compliance Update: The pool opened June 12 and conforms with current local
Department of Health requirements. A permit was obtained on time, but the required inspection
was delayed due to a backlog at the Health Department. Required work was done by Pool Pro.

Cleaning Bids: Nancy to obtain bids.

Locked cabinet: Luke painted the locking file cabinet donated by Mary Steele and installed it in
the clubhouse. Thank you again to Luke and Mary. It is not fireproof. Keys need to be located.
Liz will obtain a records/retention schedule, sort through Brae Burn paperwork and put retained
items in the cabinet. Discussion was held regarding moving the cabinet to the storage room, but
room would need to be made by eliminating something already in there.

Insurance Update: Kibble & Prentice is our agent. Safeco is our carrier.

o Property & Liability Coverage -- Renewal date was 3/1/2010. All outstanding issues have
been resolved. Brae Burn now has the coverage changes that were requested last fall.
Annual premium for 3/1/2010 renewal was $3836 (reduction of $902 from 2009).

o Director's & Officers Coverage -- Renewal date is 7/13/2010. Renewal notice received. No
changes made. Annual premium for 7/13/2010 renewal will be $1402 (reduction of $111
from 2009).

0 Property & Liability Coverage -- Safeco is redesigning their rating platform and software
for small commercial accounts later in 2010. This may impact our 3/1/2011 renewal in
terms of both coverage and price. The impact unknown.

0 Gary offered to assist with insurance review next year. The recommendation was to
check with different companies to get the best price and coverage.

Policies and Procedures: Discussion was held regarding the Policies and Procedures for
financial procedures for Brae Burn. Because Members do not receive statements it was felt that a
system with checks and balances be followed for the protection of the community and the
protection of the treasurer. A preliminary plan will be tried out over the next several months, the
procedure will be adjusted as necessary and the plan will then be formally presented to the
community

0 Incoming checks. One Member should collect and total the checks. A non related
Member from a different household should record incoming checks in QuickBooks. Both
members should confirm that the totals match the bank statements.

0 Someone other than the treasurer should approve payment of bills prior to payment for
items that have not been exempted by Policy from this requirement (such as paychecks
and utilities.) All paid items, including charges to credit cards, must have supporting
documentation. New vendors and contractors should be checked to verify they are
legitimate vendors/contractors.

0 Someone other than the person entering information in QuickBooks should balance the
bank statements.
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o Every three months the person entering information in QuickBooks should print a
QuickBooks report confirming that the QuickBooks category totals match the Brae Burn
financial statement category totals.

Budget issues: Per the By Laws the Board needs to present a supplemental budget to the
community after it paid the wribacurensfinancahsatenent
can be produced. The Board can not make a recommendation to the community regarding the
recent tax expense/potential dues increase until the budget has been revised and the Long Term
Planning Committee has made its recommendations. This committee has also been asked to look
into a policy on reserves for emergencies and for upcoming projects other than equipment
purchase. (There currently is an equipment reserve funded by $5 from each assessment/dues
payment.) The screening of the shed and additional bridgework also need to be included in the
plan.

HR Manual: Deferred to summer.
Brae Burn Sign: Defer until November.

Pool Signage: It was reported that our current pool signage is not adequate. Kevin to address
this issue.

Ad Hoc Financial Review Committee: Nancy and Luke to check with the committee to
determine when its report will be ready.

New Business:

Assistant Treasurer: A motion was made by Susie and seconded by Ajay to appoint Pat
Holman as Assistant Treasurer. The motion passed. Liz will work with Ajay and Pat to create a
workable division of duties which provide a plan for checks and balances. The Board would like
to thank Pat for taking on this important task and for the work he will be doing to try and get us
back on track with our financial statements.

Appointment of Greens Committee: A motion was made by Ajay and seconded by Susie to
appoint the following members to the Greens Committee: Don Aho, Steve Birchler, Jerry Fricke,
Gregg Heinemann, Pat Holman, Tony Jeppeson and Kevin Reid. The motion passed. Don Aho
had been appointed as chair at a prior Board meeting.

Appointment of Long Range Planning Committee: Notice was given in the June Birdie inviting
community members to volunteer for this committee. A motion was made by Ajay and seconded
by Susie to appoint the following members to the Long Range Planning Committee as provided in
the By Laws: Treasurer - Ajay Kalhan (chair); Maintenance Trustee -Kevin Reid; Maintenance
Sub Committee Chairs -Don Aho, Keith Rosen, Sam Fisch; Course Superintendent Josh Soden;
and community members Nancy Laswell, Luke Stambaugh, and Steve Clark. Past Presidents
and past Maintenance Trustees are ex officio members.

Proper notice was given to the
Trustees. There is no requirement to notify the Membership in advance of the meeting, although
Members must be provided with written notification in the form of minutes of the proceedings. The
Members involved in the issue which caused the meeting to be called were notified of the meeting by
email and notice was posted on each mail shed.

A quorum was present. Those in attendance included Nancy Laswell, President; Susie Adams, Social
Trustee; Kevin Reid, Maintenance Trustee; Liz Duncan, Secretary; and Gary Bellinghausen, Associate
Rep. Also in attendance were the following community Members: Charles Pulliam, Darlene Sobieck,
Don Aho, Julie Aho, Rich Detering, Wade Brown, Tom Easley and his son Cody..

Reading of the minutes: Susi e Adams made a motion to fidefer th
regular Board Meeting.o6 The motion was seconded and

It was established per Article 10.3 of the By Laws that all meetings of the Board are open for observation
by owners of record. It was further established per Article 9.2.7 that one of the duties of the Board is to
receive complaints from Members on any matter involving Corporation functions, duties, and activities
within its field of responsibility. This includes enforcement of the CC&Rs.

The Boarddés agenda was | imited to two issues:
e Is parking a car on the street a violation of CC&R 6.6 related to parking of private vehicles?
o If there is violation, is there a temporary workable solution that could be found pursuant to By-
Laws section 9.2.7?

The Board read and reviewed:
e CC&R 6.6 Parking of Private Vehicles
e CC&R 6.10 Annoyance or Nuisance

The Board determined that parking a car on the public street in Brae Burn is not a violation of CC&R 6.6.
This section addresses parking of cars, recreational vehicles, boats, snowmobiles, all terrain vehicles,
trailers and commercial vehicles. CC&R 6.6.1 specifies where cars must be parked on the lot. Unlike the
other subsections it is silent on the issue of parking on the street. The remaining subsections address
the parking of the various vehicles on both the lot and on the street. The Board determined that it was
not the intent of this section to preclude parking of private vehicles on the streets of Brae Burn.

However, all such vehicles must be parked in conformance with City of Redmond code.

The recommendation of the Board was to send letters to the involved parties notifying them that there
was no violation of the CC&Rs and advising them of options available to them should there be additional
conflict.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:35 P.M.

Happy summer to all!
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Summer Tips for Your Pet
Take these simple precautions, provided by ASPCA experts, to help prevent your pet from overheating.
And if you suspect your pet is suffering from heat stroke, get help from your veterinarian immediately.

Visit the Vet: A visit to the veterinarian for a spring or
early summer check-up is a must. Make sure your
pets get tested for heartworm if they aren't on year-
round preventive medication. Do parasites bug your
animal companions? Ask your doctor to recommend a
safe flea and tick control program.

Know the Warning Signs: Symptoms of
overheating in pets include excessive panting or
difficulty breathing, increased heart and respiratory
rate, drooling, mild weakness, stupor or even
collapse. They can also include seizures, bloody
diarrhea and vomit along with an elevated body
temperature of over 104 degrees."

Animals with flat faces, like Pugs and Persian cats,
are more susceptible to heat stroke since they cannot
pant as effectively. These pets, along with the elderly,
the overweight, and those with heart or lung diseases,
should be kept cool in air-conditioned rooms as much
as possible.

Avoid Chemicals: Commonly used flea and tick
products, rodenticides (mouse and rat baits), and
lawn and garden insecticides can be harmful to cats
and dogs if ingested, so keep them out of reach.
When walking your dog, steer clear of areas that you
suspect have been sprayed with insecticides or other
chemicals.

Street Smarts: When the temperature is very high,
don't let your dog linger on hot asphalt. Being so close
the ground, your pooch's body can heat up quickly,
and sensitive paw pads can burn. Keep walks during
these times to a minimum.

Party Animals: Taking Fido to a backyard barbeque
or party? Remember that the food and drink offered to
guests may be poisonous to pets. "Keep alcoholic
beverages away from pets, as they can cause
intoxication, depression and comas," says Dr. Steven
Hansen, ASPCA Senior Vice President of Animal
Health Services. "Similarly, remember that the snacks
enjoyed by your human friends should not be a treat
for your pet; any change of diet, even for one meal,
may give your dog or cat severe digestive ailments.
Avoid raisins, grapes, onions, chocolate and products
with the sweetener xylitol."

No Parking!: Never leave your animals alone
in a parked vehicle. "On a hot day, a parked car
can become a furnace in no time-even with the
windows open-which could lead to fatal heat
stroke. Also, leaving pets unattended in cars in
extreme weather is illegal in several states.

Made in the Shade: Pets can get dehydrated
quickly, so give them plenty of fresh, clean
water when it's hot outdoors. Make sure your
pets have a shady place to get out of the sun,
be careful to not over-exercise them, and keep
them indoors when it's extremely hot.

Summer Style: Giving your dog a lightweight
summer haircut helps prevent overheating.
Shave down to a one-inch length, never to the
skin, so your dog still has some protection from
the sun. Brushing cats more often than usual
can prevent problems caused by excessive
heat. As far as skin care, be sure that any
sunscreen or insect repellent product you use
on your pets is labeled specifically for use on
animals.

Make a Safe Splash: Do not leave pets
unsupervised around a pool-not all dogs are
good swimmers. Introduce your pets to water
gradually and make sure they wear flotation
devices when on boats. Rinse your dog off after
swimming to remove chlorine or salt from his
fur, and try to keep your dog from drinking pool
water, which contains chlorine and other
chemicals that could cause stomach upset.

Fireworks Aren't Very Pet-riotic: Please
leave pets at home when you head out to Fourth
of July celebrations, and never use fireworks
around pets. "Exposure to lit fireworks can
potentially result in severe burns or trauma to
curious pets, and even unused fireworks can be
hazardous," says Dr. Hansen. "Many types of
fireworks contain potentially toxic substances
such as potassium nitrate, copper, chlorates,
arsenic and other heavy metals."
